Composer may have non-consecutive version numbers. The version number always corresponds 
with a version of the Casper Suite, but Composer is not necessarily released every time the Casper 
Suite is released.

Note: The Casper Suite is a complete macOS and iOS management solution available from Jamf 
Software.
